*Disaster Recovery - **Ginger & Brent Salone** coordinate CCUMC’s Early Response Teams. ERT’s are 

specially trained teams that offer assistance soon after the disaster strikes. They generally do clean-up work 

and tasks required to stop further damage from being done, e.g. putting tarps on damaged roofs. They might do 

minor repairs that help make homes habitable, but they do not do extensive repairs or reconstruction (that is 

the job for Long Term Recovery).   In 2008, Early Response teams from the Southwest Texas Conference re-

sponded during Hurricane Dolly in our conference and during Hurricane Ike in the Texas Conference.  In 

2010, ERTs assisted in the flooded areas of Central Texas. If you would like to know more about helping

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 The Stewardship of Wellness Meets Extravagant Generosity 

Regular readers of The Hallelujah Messenger will have noticed my emphasis on wellness.  I am 

convinced from Scripture and my life experience that God desires the very best for us, and 

that best is neither illness nor early death.  However, as we go through life, bad things happen 

to good people; some we invite with our choices, but some just happen (remember Job!).  Our 

Lord never leaves us alone in the hard times, nor does He always intervene with a miracle.  

I believe that there is much we can do as stewards (caretakers, managers) of our bodies to be 

well, and that in the same sense that we are stewards of our wellness, so also are we stewards 

of all our resources – time, talent, and treasure are some of the most visible. 

As I have written several times, wise stewardship is not a means of salvation; God does not 

forgive my sins because I use wisely the resources in my care.  Rather, I want to be a wise 

steward because God has given me His spirit.  Genesis 1:27 God created man in His 

own image, in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them.  By 

the free gift of salvation, I am restored to the image of God and have His spirit within me to 

guide me in all things (2 Corinthians 3:18 But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in 

a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to 

glory, just as from the Lord, the Spirit.) 

Looking more broadly, the term “stewardship” may be too limiting.  Yes, I am steward of the resources allo-

cated to my care, but I also have opportunity to give to others from my bounty.  I can give my time in service 

to those in the church and in the community.  Likewise, I can apply my talent in service to others – teaching 

class, maintaining facilities, leading, managing, or as called, preaching.  And I can give my treasure, the financial 

resources that God has provided for me to manage. 

Remember the familiar passage, Galatians 5:22-23: “…the 

fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, 

goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control ….”  Gener-

osity, reflecting love, kindness, and goodness, would not be out 

of place in that list of traits that the Spirit develops in me as I 

yield my life to Christ and walk by the guidance of His spirit. 

As with stewardship, generosity is not a means of salvation.  God 

does not forgive the sins of anyone just because he gives millions to the 

church.  Rather, it is God’s spirit within me that guides me to give.  Liv-

ing in the image of God imparts to me a spirit of generosity – I 

want to give generously, even extravagantly, because His Spirit 

is in me. 

It is not the amount of the gift that pleases God, but the spirit in which we give – remember the widow’s gift 

of two tiny coins.  Mark 12:42-44 A poor widow came and put in two small copper coins, which 

amount to a cent.  Calling His disciples to Him, He said to them, "Truly I say to you, this poor widow 

put in more than all the contributors to the treasury; for they all put in out of their surplus, but she, 

out of her poverty, put in all she owned, all she had to live on." 
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If I am stingy with my time, talent, or treasure, God will accept what I give, but I will not receive the same 

blessing that would have been possible had I given generously, with a loving, giving spirit.  We are told in 

Scripture that “God loves a cheerful giver.”  2 Corinthians 9:7 Each one must do just as he has purposed in 

his heart, not grudgingly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver (a person who gives gladly – 

Worldwide English Bible).  (That does not mean that God does not love me if I don’t give – see John 3:16.  

But it does mean that God is more pleased when His children give generously.) 

I invite each of us to grow in the spirit, walking daily with our Lord.  The closer we walk with Him, the 

more we will desire His perfect will in our lives. (James 4:8 Draw near to God and He will draw near to 

you … .) 

May God bless you with a long, healthy life of wise stewardship of the resources He has en-

trusted to you!  And may He impart to you an extravagant spirit of generosity so that you may 

bless others in turn!
